
Sharing a Prevent Safeguarding Concern in South Tyneside 

 

 Member of staff NOTICES a concern that someone 

may be on the route of being radicalised 

Member of staff should CHECK out their concern e.g. 

with their line manager or with their agency’s 

safeguarding lead 

If there is an 

IMMEDIATE risk of a 

terror incident taking 

place you must call 999 

or the Anti-Terrorist 

Hotline on 0800 

789321 

Member of staff should then SHARE their 

Prevent concern according to the perceived risk 

following your agency’s safeguarding procedure 

for making a referral, submit a standard Prevent 

Referral Form.
